Boiled Fruit Cake
Prep time 35mins. Cooking time 1¾ - 2 hrs

450g (1lb) mixed dried fruit
Sieve together:

225g (8oz) caster sugar


115g (4oz) wholemeal plain flour

115g (4oz) butter



and 115g (4oz) self-raising flour

1 tsp bicarb of soda


and 1 tablespoon ground mixed spice
200ml (7fl oz) water
2 eggs

50g (2oz) glace cherries, chopped

· In a large saucepan, place the dried fruit, sugar, butter, bicarb and water. Bring to the boil, then simmer for 10 mins. Allow to cool for 15mins.
· Beat in the eggs. Stir in the sieved flours, spice & glace cherries. Mix well.

· Spoon mixture into a greased & lined 18cm (7”) round cake tin. Smooth the top.
· Bake at Gas 3 / 160C / fan 140C oven for 1¾ - 2 hours until cake is dark golden in colour, and a skewer inserted in the centre comes out clean.

· Leave the cake in the tin for 15-20 mins before removing from tin and placing on a wire rack to cool completely.
